What the Cross Showed Us 

� Christ’s Suffering & Sorrow – Physical suffering beyond our wildest 

imagination of pain and suffering (Elaborate) and worse than that – 

bearing the sin of the entire world!! 

� Christ’s Stunning Sacrifice What He Gave Up – Heaven, face to face 

relationship with the Father & Holy Spirit – gives His life for mankind – 

the sinful, thankless people that we were before we met Christ!  

� Christ’s Selfless Love “Amazing Love” – can there be any greater 

love?  “John 15:13 “Greater love has no man than this than He would 

lay down his life for his friend.”  He calls us His friends – got any 

friends you would die for?  How about family?  How about your 

enemies?  Even more would you give your son for those enemies?   

� Christ’s Staggering Forgiveness forgive those who crucified him – 

there is simply no greater act of forgiveness than this!

 Prophecies from the Old Testament – the Savior and His Sacrifices  

had been told over and over again from Genesis throughout Israel’s 

history – Savior is coming, Emmanuel, the Lamb of God – countless 

numbers including those of the cross, even as we talked about last 

week Jesus telling them Himself He was going to die! 

 Punishment & Penalty for Sin   God’s Justice – Leviticus – Sin had  

to be punished and a penalty had to be paid – the Sacrificial system 

was all about that – but now Christ had come to finally fulfill that 

sacrifice once and for all!  Which leads to the next…
